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BIRTH

In World War II, when mechanized weapons became the mainstream equipment, countries used
tanks as the core of their ground forces. In order to suppress enemy tanks, improving the perfor-
mance of anti-tank weapons to the maximum extent became the unanimous choice of all parties
involved in the war. The most direct way was to give the anti-tank gun maneuverability, and thus the
self-propelled anti-tank gun was born.

From the Panzerjager I which saw service in the German army in early WWII to the Nashorn
self-propelled anti-tank gun that carried an 8.8cm Pak 43 L/71 anti-tank gun in late WWII, those
self-propelled anti-tank guns had same features. They were built on basic tank chassis to obtain the
maneuverability similar to tanks. Their open-top fighting compartment offered good view of the
battlefield. So, the self-propelled anti-tank guns could be built at a cost lower than tanks and they
had better effectiveness than towed anti-tank guns in operations. However, they shared the same
disadvantage. Their week armor could only withstand the impact of machine gun bullets and shrap-
nel. As the war intensified, the poor survivability of self-propelled anti-tank guns was exposed. In
response, another weapon, the tank destroyer, appeared. The tank destroyers kept the powerful
anti-tank guns and enclosed the open-top fighting compartment for better protection. They were
based on the more powerful main battle tank chassis. Such precision and expensive vehicles were
specialized in anti-tank operations. The Jagdpanther, which entered combat in 1944, was one repre-
sentative of them. "

THE SHARP TEETH

The Jagdpanther was equipped with an 8.8cm Pak 43 L/71 anti-tank gun which was similar to the one
on the Nashorn self-propelled anti-tank gun. This gun outperformed the 7.5cm Kwk 42 tank gun

l used on Panther tank. Its main ammunition Pzgr.39 APCBC and Pzgr.40/43 APCR could reach pene- [
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tration depth of 132mm and 153mm at a distance of 2,000m, respectively. Thanks to the outstanding
gun and ammunition performance, the Jagdpanther could penetrate the armor of any enemy tank
except the IS-2 at the common engagement distance.

THE SHARP CLAWS

The Jagdpanther adopted the chassis, engine, transmission and power system design of the-then
most advanced German medium tank, Panther. Its engine was the reliable Maybach HL230P30 V12
petrol engine generating an output up to 70ohp. This provided excellent maneuverability to the
Jagdpanther. The Jagdpanther’s maximum road speed was 55km/h, cross-country speed 30km/h and
operational range 160km. It could climb slopes up to 30° and 0.9m high vertical obstacles. It could
cross 1.gm wide trenches. The Jagdpanther had the same protection level as the Panther tank. Its
8omm thick 55° inclined front glacis plate and 5o0mm thick 55° incliened front lower glacis plate
could withstand most Allied AP rounds at common engagement distance.

JAGDPANTHER Ausf. G2

As time went by, the Jagdpanther received continuous improvements and changes. The original
Jagdpanther based on the Panther Ausf. A chassis was called Jagdpanther Ausf. GI1. The Jagdpanther
Ausf. G2 tank destroyer, which entered military service in November 1944, used the chassis of the
Panther Ausf. G. It was fitted with a heating system for the fighting compartment and had its side
armor slope angle adjusted. The last production of Jagdpanther Ausf. G2s had armor protection
over the engine air intake and heating system air intake. Like the Jagdpanther Ausf. GI, the Jagdpan-
ther Ausf. G2’s designation was still Sd.Kfz.173.

FAILURE OF EXPECTATIONS

According to the plan of the German army, the Jagdpanther tank destroyers which had powerful
firepower and strong armor should concentrate and carry out anti-armor operations in the most
dangerous direction. However, the powerful air and ground battle capabilities of the Allies made the
Jagdpanther face various chaos even from the production line. At the peak of production in January
1945, only 72 Jagdpanther Ausf. G2s were built. By April 1945 when the production was terminated,
only a total of 415 vehicles were built. The Jagdpanther Ausf. G2s on the battlefields played an even
more tragic role. The German commanders who were short of weapons often frequently used the
Jagdpanther Ausf. G2s as assault guns to support infantry combats. Sometimes, they even used the
Jagdpanthers as tanks. The Jagdpanther crews were not fully trained and the Jagdpanthers were
often lost due to not-so-serious mechanical failures. The Jagdpanthers, which had been placed great
expectations, sank deeper and deeper into the mire of war with the German army. They did not have
much influence on the war even to the end of the war.
